AARON CRAWFORD

1. AARON' CRAWFORD supposedly arrived in Boston in 1713 from “Cappy" (Cappagh). County of
Tyrone, Ireland.* He was born about 1677 and died at Rutland on 6 August 1754 at the age of seventy-
seven.’ He came here with a wife whose maiden name was AGNES WILSON.® also born in County
Tyrone, Ireland. about 1678 and died in Rutland 10 December 1760, aged eighty-two. They are both
buried in the Old Burying Ground there.”

There is no doubt that Aaron and his wife and family were very early settlers in the town of Rutland.
