* Offers digitized books in varying degrees of
accessibility:

— Read - a book out of copyright that you can usually
download a complete PDF of

— Preview — a book that is under copyright, and likely
for purchase, but you can see pages of it and search
it

— Snippet — a book that is unavailable digitally but at
least you know it exists

But living in another
family's home was isolating and lonely—particularly if you didn't speak
English or weren't accustomed to urban life.
